About 50 people braved a cold night to attend the Pepper AGM on
Wednesday 15 March at the Great Hall, Berkhamsted Collegiate

School in Castle Street, and Chaired by newly elected chairman, 
Jonathan Tweed.

Those who attended were suitably impressed with the way Pepper 
has developed over recent years in its main focus to raise funds for the
Pepper Nursing Service, managed by Iain Rennie Hospice at Home (IRHH).
As to the effect Pepper’s commitment has on providing those services,
this was passionately reported by Gwynneth Wray, a member of the
Pepper Nursing team who delivered a moving speech at the end of the
evening’s formalities.

Compared with previous years, the outlook, presented by Eric Pillinger,
responsible for Finance, was more than bright it was positively glowing 
as a result of some major fundraising successes. Our 2004 summer show,
Pirates of Pepper Rock, the flagship in our fundraising calendar, raised 
a staggering £59,000 at a time when giving and fundraising generally
took a dive due to the national economy. Marc Mendoza, a Pepper
patron, raised an equally staggering £120,000 net as a result of his 
Media Planning Auction in 2005.

Joe Collier, another Pepper patron, has continuously championed the
Pepper cause by raising in excess of £25,000 over recent months. This,
combined with the efforts of our many, many supporters, both individuals 
and businesses, enabled our bank balance to swell to £117,000 up 
to the end of March 2005, after deductions to IRHH for the Pepper
Nursing team. To date, that balance has continued to grow to a healthy
£150,000, a testimony to the commitment of everyone to continue
providing this essential service to the local community.

The two Berkhamsted Rotary Clubs generously nominated Pepper 
the major share recipient as a result of their recent Berkhamsted Half
Marathon and Fun Run. Also events such as the opera, quiz night, 
wine tastings through the Beaujolais run and many, many more, each
make a significant contribution to the Charity. 

More recently, IRHH now allow us use of their well-established and
extensive infrastructure as a result of us forming a closer alliance with
them under the heading, ‘Working together – Caring Together’. The
Mayor of Dacorum, Councillor Jane Hogg, chose Pepper to be her official
charity during her year in office. This was a great honour for us and 
has already made a significant contribution to the Pepper funds to date. 
It is anticipated that her fund will be in excess of £22,000 when her term
expires in May 2006, which will have made a major difference to the
current year’s finances in addition to our existing fundraising activities.

This does not mean of course that we can rest on our success. 
Far from it, as we need to continue to raise in excess of £250,000 per
year to ensure continuity of this valuable service to our sick children.

Back in 2002, Pepper made a significant contribution to Great Ormond
Street Hospital for the provision of a Bone Marrow Transplant Laboratory.
Until that donation was made, they only had the capacity to treat 50
children a year. As a result of Pepper’s donation to enable it to build a
new laboratory, GOSH can now treat 70 children, a wonderful result and
what we all devote our time and efforts to achieve. 

Last year’s summer show, Pepper of Summer Rock, also raised an
amazing £47,000 despite a shortfall in volunteers. This had been so
concerning for the Trustees and Directors of PEL, that Robert Breakwell
felt compelled to make an announcement at the beginning of each
performance, saying that unless a new wave of volunteers was found,
there was a danger the show may not continue.

Pepper Nursing
team update

John O’Groats to Lands End
cycle ride for Pepper

First of all, the nurses would like to thank everyone involved with
Pepper for your relentless fundraising and support to enable the

Paediatric Pepper team to continue caring for all the children and families
we work with. 

Sonya O’Leary, the Pepper Nursing team leader, would normally have
spoken to everyone at the AGM, but as many of you know she is

currently on maternity leave following
the birth of her son Freddie in
December. We are anticipating that
she will be back at work by early July,
but in the meantime, the four other
members of the team have been
holding the fort, and for me this has
provided the opportunity to attend
external meetings and find out more
about how the Pepper team works in
collaboration with other services on
both a local and a national level. 

As a team we have cared for six
more children compared with the same

period last year. Since April 2005 we have received 13 referrals, 5 deaths
and 1 discharge, and are caring for 30 children at present. In Sonya’s
absence we all have to manage our time and availability of resources
efficiently to enable us to cover annual and compassionate leave. We also
work very closely with other professionals including the Hospital at Home
Nurses at Wycombe and Stoke Mandeville Hospitals, Social Workers,
Helen House and Keech Cottage Children’s Hospices. 

Sue Grace (our Family Support Co-ordinator), is also greatly valued
throughout the Iain Rennie Hospice at Home team. As well as providing
one to one bereavement support she works very closely with schools,
providing education and support about bereavement issues. She also
organises support groups for bereaved adults and trains and supports
bereavement volunteers. 

It is good to have Lindsay Armitage, our Play Therapist back from maternity
leave since January. She is very skilled at her job and she complements 
the service we offer to the children and families in a very valuable way. 
For example she recently visited a young child who was dying of cancer 
at home and was able to help him express his feelings through painting. 
The picture started off as a black shape, which Lindsay thought might 
be a coffin, and then the little boy got angry about not being able to 
get it right. He persevered and eventually turned the picture into a bowl
containing colourful fruits and was happy with the result. I know that 
his parents will treasure this painting, which was created just two weeks
before he died. Lindsey is able to continue to offer support to the younger
siblings in the family. 

The Pepper nurses are a great team in that they are very supportive of
each other, which is essential in enabling us to emotionally cope working
with very sick and dying children. For me one of the most enjoyable 
aspects of the job is having the time to really get to know the children 
and their families well, and to know that, in collaboration with other
services, we are enabling sick children to remain at home rather than be
cared for in hospital. 

Recently we had three very ill children requiring frequent respite care 
visits who preferred to be at home rather than in hospital. The young
people who are able to communicate enjoy having someone outside 
the family to talk to, and the parent gets a much-needed break as well. 
We are often able to act as advocates for families who find it difficult to
obtain the services they need for their sick child, that includes families who
don’t speak English very well and families from a poor social background.
The 24 hour on-call service is also greatly valued by families, especially 
when a child is very unwell. 

Another rewarding part of the job is providing opportunities for sick
children to experience enjoyable outings with us. We have recently been
taking a young man horse riding at a Riding for the Disabled Stables. 
We were also able to take another young man with cancer to look at 
boats on the Thames, which he really appreciated. The last time we did 
this was on the same day he went to Helen House Hospice where he was
cared for until his death. Although many families prefer their children to die
at home, sometimes, family circumstances and the needs of other children
in the family mean that a Children’s Hospice is more appropriate for them. 

So again, I would like to thank you for the work that you do to support
our team; it is very much appreciated by all of us.

The fundraising aspect of the exercise came
from the margin or percentage made from
the sale of each bottle of wine, together with
donations made at the wine tastings and
sponsorship by participating organisations. 

The event, masterminded by BP Castrol
who generously doubled all the money 
raised, substantially boosted this year’s total
for IRHH and Pepper, which is expected to
exceed £20,000. A fantastic result for all 
the ‘fun’ everyone had raising it.

Brayley Honda of Hemel Hempstead
generously provided a Honda CRV for the
Mayor’s trip and John and Daphne took their
own car, which was sponsored by Autorama
of Cow Roast, near Tring.

The final round of the whole trip was a
dinner hosted personally by Guy Charbaut
where lots of prizes were presented and
much champagne was drunk, but not before
Robert and the burly blokes of the team
packed and repacked the van, generously
sponsored by Furnell Transport, and the
accompanying Land Rovers, with all the wine
collected to satisfy the many dozens of orders
taken at the various home and corporate
wine tasting events held throughout the year. 

In 2003, Pepper made a significant difference to the number of children who could receive 
bone marrow transplants at Great Ormond Street Children’s Hospital, by donating £115,000 
to enable them to build a new specialised laboratory, which was subsequently named the 
Pepper Bone Marrow Transplant Laboratory.

The recent closure of some Paediatric services within other London hospitals has led to more
children requiring bone marrow transplants being referred to Great Ormond Street Hospital.

Prior to the opening of the new Pepper Laboratory, around 50 transplants a year were
performed. The newly expanded facilities have enabled this number to increase to 70 transplants
a year and it is expected that this increase will continue in order to meet future needs.

Hertfordshire and Buckinghamshire remain amongst the hospital’s largest referral centres and
in 2004/05, children from Hertfordshire ranked first in the overall position of children referred to
GOSH from any county outside London.

Kristina Cartwright-Riley from Potters Bar (left), photographed with her sister Rebecca, assisted
at the official opening of the Pepper Bone Marrow Transplant Laboratory in September 2003.
Kristina was only four years old when she was diagnosed with leukaemia and treated with a

bone marrow transplant at Great Ormond
Street Hospital. She is now eight years old
and has made remarkable progress. She will
continue to be monitored until adulthood.

The staff at Great Ormond Street 
Hospital are extremely grateful to 
The Pepper Foundation and extend their
thanks for our generous support for its 
work for children like Kristina.

Isn’t that just what we all like to hear?
Well done all our Pepper supporters out
there who made this possible.

The annual Pepper quiz, hosted by Tim and Mitzie
